PARTNERING WITH ECONOMIC
DEVELOPMENT LEADERS &
VOLUNTEERING TO LEAD SPECIFIC
EFFORTS

Once elected, Secretary of State Brian Kemp
will request a position on the Georgia Board

of Economic Development. Working in close
cooperation with the Governor, other statewide
leaders, and the Board, Kemp will volunteer to
lead efforts to recruit certain industries to Georgia
such as the promoting the bio-tech corridor along
GA 316 or alternative fuel development using

Georgia grown agricultural products.

ASSISTING THE GOVERNOR WITH
OUTREACH & OFFICIAL VISITS

One of the most important tools in luring foreign
investments and corporate relocations is rolling out
the warm, Georgian welcome mat. As Secretary
of State, Brian Kemp will volunteer to assist the
Governor with meeting foreign dignitaries and
corporate leaders. He will also voluntarily head
up initial contact efforts with mid level leaders
abroad or within major corporations to help
stimulate interest in Georgia. The Governor

is the most important player in economic
development negotiations, but the Governor’s
many responsibilities may not allow for handling
every visit and every outreach personally. Kemp
will use the prestige of the Secretary of State’s
office to assist the Governor as needed to lay the
groundwork for successful efforts.

IMPROVE CORPORATE
REGISTRATION & LOWER
TAXPAYER COSTS

The biggest impediment to small business

growth often comes from filling out government

paperwork and complying with bureaucratic
regulation. To help free small businesses up

to grow their companies and create new jobs,
Kemp will lead a transition to a complete online
registration and renewal process for corporations.
There is no need for the state to pay paper and
postage costs to help create corporations in
Georgia or renew their annual registrations. This
process should be handled completely online to
reduce hassle and costs to small businesses and

taxpayers.

PERSONAL LIAISON FOR MAJOR
EMPLOYERS RELOCATING TO
GEORGIA

When a major corporation relocates to Georgia,
they often have multiple needs — change of
corporate registrations, filings with the Department
of Labor, zoning questions about office and
manufacturing facilities. Different agencies in
different layers of government offer liaisons to these
corporations to ease their transitions, but they still

must find these liaisons within different departments.

As Secretary of State, Brian Kemp will become the
personal, “one stop shop” for any and all government
needs for employers moving to Georgia with more
than 100 jobs. Kemp will personally meet with
corporate leadership and facilitate the key meetings
and filings they need to make their transition to
Georgia a smooth and easy one. Brian Kemp

will show them some old-fashioned Southern

Hospitality and bring more jobs to Georgia!

CUT RED TAPE INITIATIVE

As part of his campaign, Kemp is launching
CutRedTape.net, a website to solicit ideas from
business owners across the state as to how Georgia
can reduce government bureaucracy, red tape,
and burdensome regulations. This site will be
launched during the campaign. As Secretary of
State, Kemp will transition this website to become
an official Secretary of State website and continue

to solicit ideas from working Georgians on how we

can constantly improve.




OVERHAUL OF LICENSING BOARDS

According to the Secretary of State’s official
website, the Professional Licensing division of the
Secretary of State’s office “provides administrative
support services to 36 professional licensing

boards that issue 197 types of licenses to more
than 400,000 Georgians in various professions.
The boards process applications, administer
examinations, and when warranted, conduct
investigations into possible professional misconduct
and may discipline, suspend, or revoke the licenses

of practitioners.”

Directly and indirectly, the licensing process

touches every Georgian on an almost daily basis.

The question often arises if licensing and
regulation are truly necessary for all of these
professions. Consumer protection is one of
the core responsibilities of government, but
burdensome and unnecessary regulations can

strangle small businesses and hinder job growth.

In the age of the internet, expanded consumer
protection laws and efforts, and industry self
regulation, some professions may not need

licensing. Because of new advances, other

professions may need expanded regulation.

As part of the Cut Red Tape Initiative, Kemp will
convene a panel of consumer protection experts,
small businesses owners, and individuals that
represent each of the professions or trades licensed
by the Secretary of State’s Office. The panel will
review licensing procedures, board procedures, and
best practices in other states. Once completed,

the panel will recommend any changes needed to
Secretary Kemp who will then propose them to the

Governor and the General Assembly for passage.

They will then propose alternatives to licensing
if a board or licensing procedure 1s considered

unnecessary or out of date.

SMALL BUSINESS ADVOCATE

Brian Kemp will transform the Secretary of
State’s office into an advocate at the State Capitol
for small businesses and their employees. At the
start of each legislative session, Kemp will present
a Small Business in Georgia report with ideas
collected from the CutRedTape.net website and
from his personal visits with small business leaders
and employees across Georgia. Kemp will utilize
his extensive knowledge of the legislative process
and relationships with key leaders to introduce
and pass reforms each session to help promote job

growth.
